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Bluetooth setup for Allegro CX

Step 1. Turn on BTGPS receiver.
Step 2. Open the “My Bluetooth” program. (Blue left button and Start) Tool Bar appears and click

Bluetooth Icon.
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Step 3. Choose Advanced Features>Bluetooth Devices.
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No other devices should appear. .If any BT device appears in the display, go to DEVICE>REMOVE ALL
PAIRED DEVICES.
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Choose “yes” when prompted to remove paired devices. If any other devices remain after this step,
complete a fast-warm-boot.



Step 3. Click the Paired Eyes Box. A timeline will appear while looking for Bluetooth Device, Once it
discovers BTGPS, click Next. The process end and show the paired Bluetooth Device (BTGPS).
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Step 4. Highlight “BTGPS” and minimize the My Bluetooth Program (click program on tool bar).
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Step 5. Open “Landmark” and when prompted to Connect to, connect to “BTGPS”.

Step 6. The ENTER PASSKEY window appears. Enter 0183 and click OK.

Step 7. Go to “Wpt” and press the MARK button.
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Step 8. In the Waypoint 1 window, rename the waypoint to identify the plot. Click EXPORT. From this

point you have 15 minutes to copy the exported coordinate information into MIDAS.
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Step 9, In MIDAS’ GPS section, press Ctrl K. Coordinate information is automatically entered.
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
